The May board meeting began with a public hearing on the initial 

bargaining proposal from the OCEAA teachers union. There were 

no public comments. 

 

Next, we heard the budget update, which reflects the economic 

woes being faced by all schools. We have $1.5 million in reserves 

and have a deficit projected for next school year of $550,000. The 

plan is to begin an aggressive fundraising campaign and be ex-

tremely conservative in spending for in the years to come. 

 

The FSO report focused on volunteerism being on the rise, Chuck 

E. Cheese‟s night, book fair, and the upcoming end-of-year ex-

travaganza. The FSO also helped to support the „Rock the STAR‟ 

party to celebrate the end of testing and raffle items that were 

used to encourage students to use their test taking strategies. 

 

The Principal‟s report focused on the charter update, benchmark 

2nd trimester comparative data for English Learners vs. all stu-

dents, proposed school-wide immersion plan, and the proposed 

2010-2011 calendar. 

 

SAUSD Charter Renewal committee has requested a 30-day ex-

tension until their June 8th board meeting to vote on the charter 

renewal. 

 

Comparing data of our English Learners vs. all students from the 

2009 CST in Math and Language Arts shows an alarming dis-

crepancy. In Language Arts, scores increase each year. On the 

other hand, the math scores drop each year. In both cases, the 

English Learners are underperforming. 

Looking deeper, the scores were compared for the 2nd 

trimester Math benchmarks of the English Learners in the 

English Mainstream vs. Two Way Bilingual. The trend is 

similar to the CST- the students perform better in the pri-

mary grades and then the scores begin to drop. 

Staff development for 2010-2011 will be targeted to help 

reach all students, especially English Learners through 

training on best practices, ADEPT (tool to assess students 

level of English acquisition), and Specially Designed 

Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE) strategies. Per 

the board‟s request, the Instructional Leadership Team 

(ILT) worked on an option of going dual immersion 

school-wide in the future to help address the issues of 

reaching all our students, especially English Learners.

Economic problems are likely 

the reason fundraising reve-

nue is down slightly this year 

at OCEAA compared to last. 

The good news, however, is 

that Families Supporting 

OCEAA has lowered its ex-

penses this year, we had a 

budget surplus last year, and 

our accounts remains healthy. 

 

As of May 1, FSO had more 

than $61,000 in its accounts. 

As per our bylaws and the 

budget we approved in 2009, 

nearly all these funds are 

earmarked for playground 

improvements and field trips.
